1. Established relationship between patient and

2. Care must be provide pursuant to a written care 
coordination agreement under which I.H.S/Tribal 
practitioner remains responsible 

1. Provide request for specific service 

2. Information provided back by non-tribal provider 

3. I.H.S Tribal facility retains control of the patient’s 
medical record
