Family support services are available to help you:

* Connect with others through groups or one-on-one support.
« Better understand mental health or substance use disorders.
« Learn about and navigate the public health system.

» Learnto develop coping, self-care, and advocacy skills.

How Credentialed Family Support Makes a Difference

Many agencies offer family support services. Some agencies use credentialed family members to provide this service.
Credentialed family support means the person who is working with you has experience as a primary support for an adult
with emotional, behavioral health or substance use needs and has completed a formal training program to provide this
service.

How to Access Services

* AHCCCS members should contact their AHCCCS health plan or Office of Individual and Family Affairs (OIFA).

« Family and friends of an AHCCCS member can request support services on behalf of a member as long as the member
has given permission.

* OIFA partners with members and their supporters to ensure that they are connected to provider supportive services.
* You can choose which agency from which you would like to receive this service.
